We have found 

the Messiah 
 

The statement from Andrew in the Gospel of John 1:41 
that he found the Messiah, is when he followed Jesus af-
ter John the Baptist had pointed out that Jesus is the 
Lamb of God. The point of John’s ministry was to call our 
attention to the superiority of Jesus. The moment Andrew 
learned about it, he wasted no time to let his brother Si-
mon know of it. What is so special about the statement 
“We have found the Messiah?” Andrew could not keep the 
information to himself about the Messiah with whom he 
had conversation. Andrew comes up with a statement as 
finding someone whose coming was spoken about. 
 
Did he find the right one and what made him so confident 
that he went looking for his brother Simon to inform him 
and bring his brother to Jesus? We find that John the 
Baptist being a forerunner for the Messiah had declared to 
the two disciples standing along with him that Jesus is the 
Lamb of God. By following Jesus and staying with him 
they experienced something altogether different and as a 
result Andrew was so convinced that he went looking for 
his brother Simon.   
 
How did Andrew know of the Messiah?  Precisely be-
cause he was following the Torah where it stated that be-
fore the Messiah comes Elijah the prophet would arrive, 
and being a disciple of John the Baptist, Andrew knew 
well that they were expecting the Messiah, the hope was 
on. As Philip says “We have found the one whom Moses, 
in the Law, and the Prophets wrote.  When you think 
about it, given the historical and religious backdrop of that 
time, their conviction is all the more significant. A number 
of would-be liberators appeared amid great fanfare and 
promise, but hopes were soon dashed as such men failed 
to deliver the Jews from the Roman yoke. (Acts 5: 34-37) 
However, those two Jews Andrew and Philip never wa-
vered in their conviction that they had found the true Mes-
siah. Rather, in the following years, their confidence in-
creased as they personally witnessed the powerful works 
that this man performed in fulfillment of the actions of the 
Messiah’s role. Why did these two and many others put 
faith in him, convinced that he was not just a counterfeit 
Messiah or a disappointing fraud? What were the creden-
tials that made him convincingly the genuine Messiah? 

From the  
Pastor’s Desk 
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According to the historical account, Andrew and Philip 
identified Jesus of Nazareth, the former carpenter, as the 
promised and long-awaited Messiah. A careful historian of 
that era, Luke, states that this coming of the Messiah oc-
curred “in the fifteenth year of the reign of Emperor Tiberi-
us Caesar.” (Lk 3:1-3). Luke further states that the Jews 
at this time “were in expectation” of the Messiah’s arrival. 
(Luke 3:15)  
 
When presenting himself to another government, an am-
bassador is expected to confirm his appointment with the 
necessary credentials. Similarly, Yahweh had recorded 
well in advance the requirements that the Messiah would 
meet. The requirements that the credentials would have to 
match were set out in many Bible prophecies written cen-
turies earlier. They foretold in minute detail the manner of 
the Messiah’s coming, the nature of his ministry, his suf-
fering at the hands of others, and the type of death he 
would experience.  
 
In the very first book of the Bible, the writer of Genesis 
recorded that the Messiah would come through Abra-
ham’s line of descent. (Genesis 3:15, 22: 15-18)   Another 
clue revealed that the Messiah would be of the tribe of 
Judah. (Genesis 49:10) God told the Israelites through 
Moses that the Messiah would be a greater spokesman 
and deliverer than even Moses. (Deuteronomy 18:18). 
During King David’s time, prophecy revealed that the 
Messiah would be David’s heir to the throne and that His 
kingdom would be “firmly established to time indefinite.”(2 
Samuel 7:13-16) The book of Micah disclosed that the 
Messiah would be born in David’s town, Bethlehem. 
(Micah 5:2) Isaiah foretold that He would be born of a vir-
gin. (Isaiah 7:14) The prophet Malachi predicted that His 
coming would be heralded by someone like Elijah. 
(Malachi 4:5, 6) 
 
The Scriptures spoke about the coming of the Messiah in 
the Old Testament but if one does not look into it and 
study it, it would be difficult to have a knowledge of it. Are 
you still looking for the Messiah or like Andrew we can say 
“We have found Him.”
