| do not know whether it is proper to pose such a question about our de-
sire for God. Of course, our answer would be in the positive as we all
seek God and that is the sole purpose of our life, to know, to love and
serve Him always. What do we mean then, when we say do you desire
God?

While we journey in the world we make our choices, that besides yearn-
ing for God more than anything else, our desires are generally mixed. |
need God and whatever God provides, like peace, good health, long life.
Well, all these things are God’s gift to us and it is not wrong to ask for it,
but what we need and desire most of all is God in our life. As we find in
Psalm 62/2 "My soul rests in God alone” the psalmists delights in God
more than anything else on earth.

Honestly, we go through a feeling that at times we desire God more
than anything else on earth. We want to know him more fully, to serve
him more faithfully and long for his presence. But at times we have also
experienced the conflict in our desire for God and things of this world.
Beside the desire for God there has also been a craving for other things
as well. But we must remember that nothing else in this world will make
you happy than your desire for God, and in carrying out his will.

In order to be filled with a desire for God one has to be motivated by
passion. From where does such a passion come? One such passion can
be formed by reading the Scriptures, as truths about God are revealed in
them. The more you get to know God, the more you yearn for him. It is
not sufficient just to know God, one has to personally experience and
feel his presence intimately.

As we all struggle, it is not easy to move in such a direction. But when
someone looks at your life and can say that you are filled with passion,
your motivation in that particular area of your ministry shows your pas-
sion for serving God. One can visualize the genuine sign of God working
within you as you begin to hate sin and love to work for righteousness,
which you once ignored.

There is a danger of falling away from God without even knowing it. It
happens when our desire is no longer directed toward God. Although we
may still go through religious motions, our heart can be far from God.
When this happens we are deceiving ourselves with thoughts, instead of
a heart felt desire for God. Let the heart rule over our mind so that God
can be passionately working within us for a lasting desire for Him alone.
