+Pray: God, our loving Father, we thank you for sending St. John the Baptist to do the
vital work of preparing people to hear the words of your Son, Jesus Christ. Help us to
heed John’s message, so see where we need to repent in our lives and so produce good
fruit. Give us an urgent desire to live out of our Baptism and to listen attentively to the
Good News. Move us to follow the Baptist’s example, to lead people to your Son and then step out of the way,
listening with them to his teaching. We ask these things every confident of your work in our lives. We ask them
in humility and gratitude. We ask them through Christ our Lord. Amen.

+Reread the Scriptures of today: “The prophet Zephaniah tells us to ‘Be glad and shout for joy. Now that the
Lord is in our midst, we have nothing to fear’ (Zep 3:14-18).
